There is no synthesizer sequencing on this recording. Synth sounds were used (and
played live) only on three songs- I'm A Fighter (the clav sound), There Are Ghosts
(weird noises) & In This Light- and very lightly on those. The rest of the noises and
sounds were created in our studio using various guitars, lap steel guitar, weird non-
electronic keyboards, flutes, pan pipes, various odd percussion toys, our voices,
tweaked samples, loops, etc.

Cindy was the first to see the concept of the odyssey and suggest I follow it.

Rick Enloe directed the DVD and has inspired me over many years with his clear
thinking about the art of life.

I cannot overstate what impact my family has had on me. My wife, Cindy, is the
greatest gift God gave me. My children (Joel, Ian, Andrew, Kyle & Britt) and my
daughters-in-law (Ana Maria, Jennifer, Ashley and Emily) and their children have
taught me so much about God and have brought so much joy to my life. They are all
over these songs.
